than three (3) driveways shall be permitted along the arc of a cul de sac.

The propetty owner/developer must obtain permission from the State of
Wisconsin, Department of Transportation for access to state and federal
highways, and from the Polk County Highway Department for access to any
County Highway.

5. General Requirements:
The location, design and construction of driveways/field entrances shall be in
accordance with the following.

a. General Design:
All driveway approaches shall be at least twenty (20) feet apart and there shall be
at least ten (10) feet from the edge of the driveway to the property line except by
special permission from the Building Inspector. Driveways shall in all cases be
placed where ever possible as to not interfere with utilities in place.

In addition to those requirements listed above, private driveways one hundred
fifty (150) feet and over in length, measured from the edge of the traveled surface
of the intersecting highway to the structure, must meet the following standards to
permit access to principle buildings by he Town of Apple River Fire Department:
a minimum twenty-four (24) foot right-of-way, minimum clear-cut width of
twenty (20) feet, minimum driving surface of twelve (12) feet, a minimum
height clearance of fifteen (15) feet, and a minimum of twenty (20) feet for all
aprons and approaches. Driveways one hundred fifty (150) feet and over
accessing parcels on which there are no structural improvements are exempt from
the requirements in this paragraph. However, if a structure is subsequently built,
this will mandate upgrade of the culvert and driveway to the standards of this
ordinance.

The Town (Highway Maintenance Department), based on recommendations of
the Town of Apple River Fire Department may request additional clear cut and
driving surface widths to alleviate concerns caused by sharp curves, steep incline
or other situations which would interfere with emergency vehicles utilizing the
driveway.

b. Culverts: The Town (Highway Maintenance Department) will determine the
need for culverts on all driveways/field roads. If culverts are needed the Town
(Highway Maintenance Department) will determine the culvert diameter and
length based on site location and drainage needs. In no case shall the culvert
diameter be less than twelve (12) inches nor the culvert length less than thirty (30)
feet in length.

c. Drainage: The surface of the driveway connecting with the highway cross
sections shall slope downward and away from the highway shoulder a sufficient
distance to preclude ordinary surface water drainage flowing onto the highway
